Getting started with PPS-PG version 3.2

Requirements for PG:

MS Internet Explorer

Version: 5

Cipher Strength:128 bit.

Username/password into the PPS EDR database.

NOTE: Wait for the system to extract data from the EDR database.  This will require some patience from you, the user.  Please be patient!  The screens will return with your items or in some cases an error box will appear plus your screen will refresh.
Use the following address:

https://pps.hosc.msfc.nasa.gov/
Because this is a secure site, you will be prompted to answer the Security Alert (Fig. 1).  Always select Yes. If you select No, you will not be allowed into the system.  Note that the security notice in Figure 1 is in English, but will appear in the native language of the user's web browser.

Select the “LOGIN” button to the right of PG.

Type in your username, password, and EDR database (default: OPS)

Example:   

Username:  1234xyz

Password: ********

Database: OPS

NOTE: You must select the OK button with your mouse. A carriage return will not select it for you as in most programs.

The screen: “Select Report Format” will appear.
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Fig. 4

The screen might display several “saved” formatted reports as demonstrated in Fig. 4.  If you did not create these report formats or are not instructed to use these … select the button at the bottom: Create.

The following menu (Fig. 5) will appear.

In the middle of the screen is a box with data groups you have permission to view.  Select the data group you wish to view.  If you are not sure which data group to use contact the appropriate person (planner) at MSFC to determine which data group you should use. 

Before you select Open> you must provide the report format with a name.  Type in a unique name that you will be able to remember in the appropriate box marked: Name.

You may also type in a description if you wish. 

Now select the Open> button.

A box will appear (Fig. 6) listing the timeline and Data System Schedule (DSS) (if applicable) associated with the data group you selected.  If more than one DSS is available you may select the DSS you wish to use. If more than one DSS is available ask the planner which one to use.  If they are not available select the one with the newest date.  Select the OK button.

Note that after you select OK some of the buttons on the right hand side became blue in color.  This indicates the reports available to you using the current data group you selected.

PAP and DFP reports require a DSS.  AR requires activities or sequences. RCR requires a time line only.  The OOS requires an Online Orbiting Schedule. If you move your mouse over the buttons it will display the requirements for that report.

Select the DFP.

You may wish to edit the times you wish to view or select OK to view the entire timeline.  For the purpose of this test we suggest you leave the times as they are on the menu and select OK.

By default all the categories available have been selected.  Select OK button.

The TDRS menu will appear provided the timeline has such data.

This menu (Fig. 10) will show what satellites are available during this timeline.

This part may be confusing at first but there is logic to what you are about to do.  Provide the satellite number in the Title box.  Indicate whether it is S band or KU (default) band.  Select OK.  Please be patient at this point.  It must gather information from the EDR database and will take several minutes to obtain.

If you will look under the menu title of TDRS you will see the numbers you provided in the previous step.  Example show above: 47  It has placed both KU and S band under one header.  This is why you have to place the information noted above in Fig. 10.

You may make the window larger to view more information onto your screen.

If you wish you may print the information to your local printer or save it to an ASCII file by selecting the drop down menu under Report at the top left of this screen.  You can save this report to an ASCII file and bring it into Excel or other spread sheet software.

When you finish select Report – Exit DFP.  You will be prompted to save the report format.  Select Yes and the DFP will go away and bring you back to PG.

At this point select the Save button on the left side of the screen.

Select the button  <_Back  It will again prompt you to see if you wish to save the name that you provided to the report format.  Select yes.

You are now at the menu you first saw when you entered PG.  Notice that the report format you created is now on the list and will be available now and in the future.  The same thing can be done on the other reports (PAP, AR, OOS, and RCR).  You will not need to pick a data group to begin your reports just select the name you created and select Open and specify which report you wish to open.  You may be prompted to indicate what information you may wish to view but the time line will remain the same.

To exit select the exit button and kill the Internet windows.
